Then if I am a 
father, where is My honor? And 

if I am a master, where is My 
respect?’ says the Lord of hosts to 

you, O priests who despise My 
name. But you say, ‘How have we 

despised Your name?’ 



Exodus 29:43(NASB) 

43 I will meet there with the sons 
of Israel, and it shall be 

consecrated by My glory. 



 Isaiah 42:8 (NASB) 

8 “I am the Lord(Yahweh), that is 
My name; 

I will not give My glory to 
another, 

Nor My praise to graven images. 



GOD’S GLORY 
GOD’S PLAN



‘Glory’ generally represents Heb. 
kāḇôḏ, with the root idea of 

‘heaviness’ and so of ‘weight’ or 
‘worthiness’. It is used of men to 
describe their wealth, splendor or 
reputation (though in the last 
sense kāḇôḏ is often rendered 

‘honor’). The glory of Israel was not 
her armies but Yahweh (Je. 2:11).



GLORY  
Weighty importance and shining 

majesty that accompany God’s 
presence. The basic meaning of 

the Hebrew word kavod is heavy 
in weight 



1.Gods Glory is underived  

2.Gods Glory will not be given 

3.Gods Glory must be praised 

4.Gods Glory is His Goodness



God Declaring Himself!



No one is qualified to define who 
God is but God Himself, or those 
in whom He has placed His own 

words, i.e. His Son Jesus Messiah 
and his chosen Apostles.



 John 3:34 (NASB) 

34 For He whom God has sent 
speaks the words of God; for He 
gives the Spirit without measure. 



 John 17:8 (NASB) 

8 for the words which You gave 
Me I have given to them; and they 

received them and truly 
understood that I came forth from 

You, and they believed that You 
sent Me. 



Jesus spoke the very words of 
God, but there is nothing more 
powerful in Scripture than the 

Lord God Almighty, our heavenly 
Father Himself, declaring who 

He is!



 Exodus 3:15 (NASB) 
15 God, furthermore, said to Moses, 

“Thus you shall say to the sons of 
Israel, ‘The LORD, the God of your 

fathers, the God of Abraham, the 
God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, 

has sent me to you.’ This is My 
name forever, and this is My 

memorial-name to all generations. 



 Exodus 34:5-6 (NASB) 

5 The Lord descended in the cloud 
and stood there with him as he called 
upon the name of the LORD. 6 Then 
the Lord passed by in front of him and 
proclaimed, “The LORD, the LORD 

God, compassionate and gracious, 
slow to anger, and abounding in 

lovingkindness and truth; 



GOD SAYS



Isaiah 37:23 (NASB) 

23 “Whom have you reproached 
and blasphemed? 

And against whom have you raised 
your voice 

And haughtily lifted up your eyes? 
Against the Holy One of Israel! 



Please note: God our Father calls 
Himself “the Holy One of 

Israel” no less than 26 times in 
the book of Isaiah.



 Isaiah 43:10-11(NASB) 
10 “You are My witnesses,” declares the 

Lord, 
“And My servant whom I have chosen, 
So that you may know and believe Me 

And understand that I am He. 
Before Me there was no God formed, 

And there will be none after Me. 
11 “I, even I, am the LORD, 

And there is no savior besides Me. 



Note: God is our ultimate 
“savior,” but He has used 

“saviors” (Neh. 9:27; Obad. v.21; 
Luke 1:47; Acts 5:31; Acts 13:23; 

I Tim. 4:10; Jude v. 25).



 Isaiah 44:6 (NASB) 

6 “Thus says the Lord, the King of 
Israel and his Redeemer, the LORD 

of hosts: 

‘I am the first and I am the last, 
And there is no God besides Me. 



 Isaiah 44:8 (NASB) 

8 ‘Do not tremble and do not be afraid; 
Have I not long since announced it to 

you and declared it? 
And you are My witnesses. 

Is there any God besides Me, 
Or is there any other Rock? 

I know of none.’”



 Isaiah 44:24 (NASB) 

24 Thus says the LORD, your Redeemer, 
and the one who formed you from the 

womb, 

“I, the Lord, am the maker of all 
things, 

Stretching out the heavens by Myself 
And spreading out the earth all alone, 



 Isaiah 45:5-6 (NASB) 

5 “I am the Lord, and there is no other; 
Besides Me there is no God. 

I will gird you, though you have not known 
Me; 

6 That men may know from the rising to the 
setting of the sun 

That there is no one besides Me. 
I am the Lord, and there is no other, 



 Isaiah 45:11-12 (NASB) 

11 Thus says the LORD, the Holy 
One of Israel, and his Maker: 

“Ask Me about the things to come 
concerning My sons, 

And you shall commit to Me the work 
of My hands. 



12 “It is I who made the 
earth, and created man upon 

it. 
I stretched out the heavens with 

My hands 
And I ordained all their host. 



 Isaiah 45:18 (NASB) 

18 For thus says the LORD, who 
created the heavens (He is the God 
who formed the earth and made it, 
He established it and did not create it a 

waste place, but formed it to be inhabited), 

“I am the Lord, and there is none 
else. 



 Isaiah 45:21-22 (NASB) 

21 “Declare and set forth your case; 
Indeed, let them consult together. 

Who has announced this from of old? 
Who has long since declared it? 

Is it not I, the Lord? 
And there is no other God besides Me, 

A righteous God and a Savior; 
There is none except Me. 



22 “Turn to Me and be saved, all 
the ends of the earth; 

For I am God, and there is no 
other. 



 Isaiah 46:9 (NASB) 

9 “Remember the former things 
long past, 

For I am God, and there is no 
other; 

I am God, and there is no one 
like Me, 



 Hosea 13:4 (NASB) 

4 Yet I have been the LORD your God 
Since the land of Egypt; 

And you were not to know any 
god except Me, 

For there is no savior besides 
Me. 



 Joel 2:27 (NASB) 

27 “Thus you will know that I am 
in the midst of Israel, 

And that I am the LORD your 
God, 

And there is no other; 
And My people will never be put to 

shame.
