3 Yahshua answered and said unto 
him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 

Except a man be born again, he 
cannot see the kingdom of Yahweh.



What is this, "Kingdom of 
Yahweh?” 





Acts 1:1-11  
1 The first account I composed, 
Theophilus, about all that Jesus 

began to do and teach, 2 until the 
day when He was taken up to 

heaven, after He had by the Holy 
Spirit given orders to the apostles 

whom He had chosen.



3 To these He also presented 
Himself alive after His suffering, by 
many convincing proofs, appearing 
to them over a period of forty days 

and speaking of the things 
concerning the kingdom of God.



4 Gathering them together, He 
commanded them not to leave 

Jerusalem, but to wait for what the 
Father had promised, “Which,” He 
said, “you heard of from Me; 5 for 
John baptized with water, but you 

will be baptized with the Holy Spirit 
not many days from now.”



6 So when they had come together, 
they were asking Him, saying, 
“Lord, is it at this time You are 

restoring the kingdom to Israel?” 
7 He said to them, “It is not for you 
to know times or epochs which the 

Father has fixed by His own 
authority;



9 And after He had said these 
things, He was lifted up while they 

were looking on, and a cloud 
received Him out of their sight. 

10 And as they were gazing intently 
into the sky while He was going, 

behold, two men in white clothing 
stood beside them. 



11 They also said, “Men of Galilee, 
why do you stand looking into the 

sky? This Jesus, who has been taken 
up from you into heaven, will come 
in just the same way as you have 
watched Him go into heaven.”



What Is the Kingdom of 
Yahweh? 



Just what is the kingdom of 
Yahweh—and when does it 

appear? Is it in heaven? Is it 
the British Empire? Is it the 
universal church? Is it the 

Millennium?  



Is it “in the hearts of men” 
or merely the “good within 

each person”? Millions 
believe these popular ideas—

yet they are ALL wrong! 
Unnecessary confusion and 

disagreement reign. 



Here is the Bible 
explanation made plain! 



What is the Gospel? 



Yahshua stated, “Repent you, and 
believe the gospel” (Mark 1:15). 



Mark 1:1-15  
1 The beginning of the good news of 
Yahshua Messiah, the Son of Elohim; 

2 As it is written in the prophets, 
Behold, I send my messenger before 

thy face, which shall prepare thy 
way before thee.



3 The voice of one crying in the 
wilderness, Prepare ye the way of 
Yahweh, make his paths straight. 

4 John did baptize in the 
wilderness, and preach the baptism 
of repentance for the remission of 

sins.



5 And there went out unto him all 
the land of Judaea, and they of 

Jerusalem, and were all baptized of 
him in the river of Jordan, 

confessing their sins. 
6 And John was clothed with camel's 

hair, and with a girdle of a skin 
about his loins; and he did eat 

locusts and wild honey;



7 And preached saying, There 
cometh one mightier than I after 

me, the latchet of whose shoes I am 
not worthy to stoop down and 

unloose. 
8 I indeed have baptized you with 

water: but he shall baptize you with 
the Holy Spirit.



9 And it came to pass in those days, 
that Yahshua came from Nazareth of 
Galilee, and was baptized of John in 

Jordan. 
10 And straightway coming up out of 

the water, he saw the heavens 
opened, and the Spirit like a dove 

descending upon him:



11 And there came a voice from 
heaven, saying, Thou art my 

beloved Son, in whom I am well 
pleased. 

12 And immediately the Spirit 
driveth him into the wilderness.



13 And he was there in the 
wilderness forty days, tempted of 

Satan; and was with the wild beasts; 
and the angels ministered unto him. 
14 Now after that John was put in 
prison, Yahshua came into Galilee, 

preaching the good news of the 
kingdom of Elohim



15 And saying, The time is fulfilled, 
and the kingdom of Elohim is at 
hand: repent ye and believe the 

good news.



But just what is the gospel? Most 
never concern themselves with this 

question. The truth of the gospel has 
remained hidden from view to the 

vast majority of professing Christians. 
Ever since the first century there has 
been a conspiracy to deceive would-
be Christians about the meaning of 

the gospel. Shocking as it seems, this 
has happened.



Most believe that the gospel is about 
the Person of Yahshua Messiah. 

Certainly, Messiah’s role is enormous, 
but He is not the gospel. The Bible 

shows that Yahshua Messiah is 
preached in conjunction with the 

gospel.



Others proclaim a “gospel of 
salvation” or “gospel of grace.” Still 
others believe a “gospel of miracles” 
or a “social gospel” or a “gospel of 
foods” or of “healing” or “faith.” 

There are also those who merely think 
of “gospel music” when the word 

gospel comes to mind. These are all 
man-made ideas that are not what the 

Bible says!



Notice Mark’s account once again! 
“Now after that John was put in 

prison, Yahshua came into Galilee, 
preaching the gospel of the kingdom 

of Elohim.” That is the gospel Yahshua 
preached. It was in this context that 

He had said, “Repent you, and believe 
the gospel.” What gospel?—of the 

“kingdom of Yahweh.”



Verse one refers to this very message 
when it says, “The beginning of the 

gospel of Yahshua Messiah.” The 
gospel of Yahshua Messiah was about 

the kingdom of Elohim—not something 
else! One must believe and 

understand that gospel to be saved—
not a counterfeit or substitute.



We Have A Strong Warning 
Not to Pervert Gospel 



The truth of this subject is so 
important that Elohim 

inspired the apostle Paul to 
warn the Galatians then—and 

us today:



Galatians 1:6-9  
6 I marvel that ye are so soon 

removed from him that called you 
into the grace of Messiah unto 

another good news: 
7 Which is not another; but there be 

some that trouble you, and would 
pervert the good news of Messiah.



8 But though we, or an angel from 
heaven, preach any other good 

news unto you than that which we 
have preached unto you, let him be 

accursed. 
9 As we said before, so say I now 

again, If any man preach any other 
good news unto you than that ye 

have received, let him be accursed.



This is a very strong statement! In 
the next chapter (Gal.2:5), Paul 

went on to stress the hope “that the 
truth of the gospel might continue 

with you.” So there is the true 
gospel, with all others false.



Galatians 2:1-5 
1 Then fourteen years after I went up 
again to Jerusalem with Barnabas, and 

took Titus with me also. 
2 And I went up by revelation, and 
communicated unto them that good 

news which I preach among the 
Gentiles, but privately to them which 
were of reputation, lest by any means 

I should run, or had run, in vain.



3 But neither Titus, who was with 
me, being a Greek, was compelled 

to be circumcised: 
4 And that because of false brethren 
unawares brought in, who came in 
privily to spy out our liberty which 
we have in Messiah Yahshua, that 
they might bring us into bondage:



5 To whom we gave place by 
subjection, no, not for an hour; that 

the truth of the good news might 
continue with you.



Plainly, Paul never taught a different 
or additional gospel, as some allege. 
Ironically, Elohim used him to be the 

one to warn against ever allowing 
such false teaching. He even 

pronounces a curse (1:8) on any man, 
angel or even apostle—“But though we 
[apostles]…preach any other gospel”—
who chooses to violate this command. 

What a powerful scripture!



Paul further explained that the 
apostles were entrusted by Elohim to 

preserve the true gospel. Notice I 
Thessalonians 2:4: But as we were 
allowed of Elohim to be put in trust 

with the good news, even so we speak 
not as pleasing men, but Elohim, 

which trieth our hearts. 
This is a responsibility not to be taken 

lightly. 



True ministers always teach 
what Elohim commands, not 
what “pleases men” or Bible 
“scholars.” So any idea that 
Paul taught another gospel 

(usually thought to be about 
Messiah) is silly. He would have 

been literally pronouncing a 
curse on himself!



All who preach a false gospel 
automatically pronounce a curse on 
themselves. Why do men not fear 

to do this? Why are so many willing 
to teach any one of a variety of 
false gospels? The churches of 
mainstream Christianity cannot 

agree on what the gospel is. 
Why? 



Since Messiah said the gospel 
was about the kingdom of 

Elohim, and men do not know 
what the kingdom of Elohim is, 
they have concluded that the 
kingdom may be a particular 

church denomination or 
Christianity collectively.



Others reduce it to a “warm 
feeling” in the “hearts of 

people.” Still others believe that 
it is the “millennium” or even the 

“British Empire.” Some have 
even concluded that the gospel of 
the kingdom of Elohim is not for 

mankind today!  
What incredible ignorance! 



The masses are deceived (Rev. 
12:7-12) by the god of this world 

(II Cor. 4:1- 4), who uses his 
ministers as instruments to 

spread the most popular false 
gospel, about the Person of 

Messiah, instead of the message 
of the Kingdom of Elohim, which 

Messiah brought.



Revelation 12:7-12 

7 And there was war in heaven: 
Michael and his angels fought 

against the dragon; and the dragon 
fought and his angels, 

8 And prevailed not; neither was 
their place found any more in 

heaven.



9 And the great dragon was cast out, 
that old serpent, called the Devil, 
and Satan, which deceiveth the 

whole world: he was cast out into 
the earth, and his angels were cast 

out with him.



10 And I heard a loud voice saying in 
heaven, Now is come salvation, and 

strength, and the kingdom of our 
Elohim, and the power of his 

Messiah: for the accuser of our 
brethren is cast down, which 

accused them before our Elohim day 
and night.



11 And they overcame him by the 
blood of the Lamb, and by the word of 

their testimony; and they loved not 
their lives unto the death. 

12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and 
ye that dwell in them. Woe to the 
inhabiters of the earth and of the 

sea! for the devil is come down unto 
you, having great wrath, because he 

knoweth that he hath but a short 
time.



2 Corinthians 4:1-4 
1 Therefore seeing we have this 

ministry, as we have received mercy, we 
faint not; 

2 But have renounced the hidden things 
of dishonesty, not walking in craftiness, 

nor handling the word of Elohim 
deceitfully; but by manifestation of 
the truth commending ourselves to 
every man's conscience in the sight 

of Elohim



3 But if our good news be hid, it is 
hid to them that are lost: 

4 In whom the mighty one of this 
world hath blinded the minds of 
them which believe not, lest the 
light of the glorious good news of 

Messiah, who is the image of Elohim, 
should shine unto them.



2 Corinthians11:10-15 

10 As the truth of Messiah is in 
me, no man shall stop me of this 

boasting in the regions of 
Achaia. 

11 Wherefore? because I love 
you not? Elohim knoweth.



12 But what I do, that I will do, that 
I may cut off occasion from them 

which desire occasion; that wherein 
they glory, they may be found even 

as we. 
13 For such are false apostles, 

deceitful workers, transforming 
themselves into the apostles of 

Messiah.



14 And no marvel; for Satan 
himself is transformed into an 

angel of light. 
15 Therefore it is no great thing 

if his ministers also be 
transformed as the ministers of 
righteousness; whose end shall 

be according to their works. 



This is a blunt, shocking 
scripture. Yet it is true 
that Satan has ministers 
who appear to be the 
ministers of Elohim.
