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Rev 11:1   And a reed like a measuring rod was given 
to me, and the messenger stood, saying, “Rise and 
measure the Dwelling Place of Elohim, and the 
slaughter-place, and those worshipping in it. 
Rev 11:2  “But cast out the court which is outside the 
Dwelling Place, and do not measure it, for it has been 
given to the nations, and they shall trample the set-
apart city under foot for forty-two months.

If we use a day for a year principle one hour is 1/24 
of a day so a Jewish year is 360 days if you divide 

360 by 24 you get exactly 15 days

Using again the prophetic day for a year principle  
for interpretation we know that one hour is 1/24 of 
a day and since the plagues are understood to 
come in a prophetic day which equal a year, we 
must divide a jewish year of 360 days by 24… 

360/24= 15 days
